WHEREAS, in November of 1988, pursuant to Chapter Z21A of the Code of
tne Town of Cheektowaga, the Applicant submitted materials to the Town Board in sup-
port of a request for approval to construct the Project in accordance with various
plans anag drawings, which Project was described generally in the FEIS previously
issued by the Town Board, and

WHEREAS, pursuant to SEQRA, an Environmental Assessment Report ("EA
Report") was submitted to the Town, which incluged an Environmental Assessment Form
("EAF"), in support of the request for approval, and

WHEREAS, the EA Report and the EAF were prepared with knowledge of
the content of the FEIS and contained discussion of any and all issues regarding the
Project which were not previously considered in the FEIS, and

WHEREAS, upon receipt of the request for approval to construct the
structural span pursuant to Chapter 21A of the Code of the Town of Cheektowaga, the
Town Board, with the concurrence of the New York State Department of Environmental
Conservation ("NYSDEC") declared its intention to continue as lead agency for
environmental review of the Project, and

WHEREAS, the Town Board auly published notice of the receipt of the
EA Report and the EAF to solicit comments on the application for approval of the
construction of the Project, pursuant to Chapter Z21A of the Code of the Town of
Cheektowaga, at which time all members of the public wishing to make statements con-
cerning the Project were neard, and

WHEREAS, public comments were received expressing concern about the
possible upstream and aownstream flooding of Scajaguada Creek resulting from the
Project but were not accompanled by technical information or other support for the
concern expressed, and

WHEREAS, the public comment period on the EA Report and the EAF
closed on December 5, 1988, and

WHEREAS, the Town Environmental Quailty Review Advisory Committee
{the "Advisory Conm1ttee") reviewed the Project in light of the FEIS and Statement
of Finadings previously issued by the Town Board and has expressed its opinion that
the only potential impact of the Project not previously considered by the Town Board
was the possible upstream and downstream flooding related to the specific design of
the Project, and

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WHEREAS, the Advisory Committee independently reviewed the EA Report
ana the EAF and, on December 22, 1988, recommended to the Town Board that a negative
declaration be issued for the Project, provided that the Town 1is in receipt of a
report from Iits independent consultants, Camp, Dresser & McKee, stating that the
Project will not have a significant adverse impact on either the upstream or
downstream congitions in Scajaquada Creek or in the U-Crest Diversion Ditch, and

WHEREAS, the Town Environmental Quality Review Advisory Committee
also recommended that the Town obtaln the necessary maintenance and easement
agreements from the Applicant to ensure the maintenance of Scajaquada Creek and the
U-Crest Diversion Ditch across the Project site, and

WHEREAS, the Applicant has made a written commitment to execute the
necessary maintenance and easement agreements as requested by the Town Environmental
Quality Review Advisory Committee, and

WHEREAS, the Town Board, upon the recommendation of the Advisory
Committee, resolved on November 7, 1988 to engage the services of Camp, Dresser &
McKee ("CDM'" ), 1inogependent consulting engineers, to assist 1In the environmental
review of the Project, in particular the potential upstream and downstream effects,
and to report to the Town Engineer and the Town Supervisor its conclusions bearing
on the expected environmental significance of the Project, and

WHEREAS, COM has reviewed the EA Report and the EAF as well as all
hydraulic analyses and engineering plans submitted by the Applicant and, in view of
CDM's finding that the Project with certain qualifications will not have a signifi-
cant adverse environmental Impact on either upstream or downstream conditions in
Scajaquada Creek or in the U-Crest Diversion Ditch, has recommended that the Town
grant a negative declaration of adverse impact for the design of the Project as pre-
sented in the Stormwater Management and Flood Control Study Supplement dated
October, 1988, NOW, THEREFORE, B IT

RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Cheektowaga finds as
follows:

The 16" forced main at Alpine Lift Station, 50 Herbert Avenue sprung a leak
over the Christmas weekend. Fire Dispatch notified us that water was comming out
of the street. As per our conversation Tuesday December 26, 1988, I called Morgan
Contractors to make the repair. It was agreed that we would supply dump trucks
to haul soil and provide stone for back fill. We would also supply the necessary
pumps to take care of the sewage entering the 1ift station while the repair was
underway.

The personnel started the job Tuesday December 26, 1988 in the A.M. and the
repair was completed that day. The dresser fitting connecting two of the discharge
pipes sprang several leaks. After excavating and measuring the OD of the steel pipe,
we were unable to locate a dresser of that size. Erie County Water was also con-
tacted to no avail. It was decided that Morgan's people would try to weld these holes
and we would apply several pails of water plug to the coupling to make the repair.
The work was completed and a time sheet was turned in for the man hours and equipment

by the contractor.

The personnel from Morgan Contractors provided the correct 0D size of this steel
pipe. Because the size is different than what is used by Erie County Water and the
Tine is approximately fifty years old, I would advise we order one of these dresser
fittings for future use. This coupling may haVe to be made special for us.

We also will square cut the street and have Highway blacktop to avoid additional
cost from the contractor.
